


The 375th Contracting Squadron (LGCB2) at Scott AFB, IL is contemplating an award for the charter of two (2) coach busesto drive from Scott AFB to Nashville TN.

This is a commercial purchase using Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 12 and Part 13 procedures. The following information, as required per FAR 12.603(c)(2) applies:

(i) This is a combined synopsis/solicitation for commercial items prepared in accordance with FAR Part 12.6, as supplemented with additional information included in this notice.  This announcement constitutes the only solicitation, quotations are being requested and a written solicitation will not be issued. 
 
(ii) The solicitation reference number is F3SF386266A001; it is being issued as a Request for Quotation (RFQ).

(iii) The solicitation document, incorporated provisions, and clauses are those in effect through the Federal Acquisition Circular 2005-91 30 Sep 2016, and the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement DPN 20160923 Edition. 

(iv) This acquisition is being solicited as a 100% Small Business Set Aside Federal Business Opportunities webpage FedBizOpps under North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code 485510; Charter Bus Industry. The small business size standard is $15,000,000.00. The Product Service Code (PSC)/ Federal Supply Code (FSC) for this acquisition will be V222; Transportation, Travel and Relocation.

(vi) Description of requirements:
Bus Chart Agent must provide two (2) coach buses to comfortably transport 50-55 passengers with luggage.  Services will be required to depart Thursday, 27 October 2016 and Sunday 30 October 2016.  Two (2) buses will depart Thursday, 27 October from Scott AFB, IL to the Gaylord Opryland Hotel Delta Portico (2800 Opryland Drive, Nashville, Tennessee).  The two (2) buses will be required for the return trip on Sunday, 30 October 2016 from the Gaylord Opryland Hotel Delta Portico (2800 Opryland Drive, Nashville, Tennessee) to Scott AFB, IL.  No transportation services will be needed on 28 October 2016 and 29 October 2016.

Arrival:  30 October 2016/NLT 1500L at south side of Scott AFB Metro Link parking lot (on base).  

2.  Buses must be clean, safe, and functional. Seats must be in good working order without tears and rips.  All buses will have separate under baggage compartments.  All buses must have functioning toilet facilities.  Drivers shall be uniformed and in good appearance.  Drivers shall assist passengers in accessing baggage compartments for storage.  Passengers will be responsible for unload/off load baggage.  Drivers will be limited to a single en-route stop for food, fuel, and personal needs.  The designated Troop Commander will be decide on meal/fuel location(s).  He/She will ensure, with the advice of the driver, that the location is suitable for the vehicle size before making his/her decision.  Drivers must be licensed and fully qualified to operate the bus and have the ability/knowledge to operate any amenities.

3.  All buses need to preposition at departure locations NLT one hour prior on 27 October and 30 October 2016.  Charter agent will coordinate directions, instructions, and technical details with designated POC.

4.  The US Air Force is NOT responsible for lodging OR meals of the designated driver.  The Charter company is solely responsible for providing adequate lodging (if necessary), as well as, meals and/or funding for meals.

CONTRACTOR CONSENT TO BACKGROUND CHECKS:
The contractor and, as applicable, subcontractor shall not employ persons for work on this contract if such employee is identified as a potential threat to the health, safety, security, general wellbeing or operational mission of the installation and its population, nor shall the contractor or subcontractor employ persons under this contract who have an outstanding criminal warrant as identified by Law Enforcement Agency Data System (LEADS) through the National Crime Information Center.  LEADS checks will verify if a person is wanted by local, state, and federal agencies. All contractor and subcontractor personnel must consent to LEADS background checks.  Contractor and subcontractor personnel who do not consent to an LEADS check will be denied access to the installation. Information required to conduct an LEADS check includes: full name, driver's license number, and/or social security number, date of birth of the person entering the installation, and completion of a background check questionnaire.  The contractor shall provide this information using the Scott AFB Form 21, Contractors Consent for Background Check, and shall submit it in conjunction with the contractor's request for either base or vehicle passes.  Completion of a successful LEADS check does not invalidate the requirement for an escort when contractor or subcontractor personnel are working within controlled or restricted areas. Contractors shall ensure their employees and those of their subcontracts have the proper credentials allowing them to work in the United States. Persons later found to be undocumented or illegal aliens will be remanded to the proper authorities. The contractor shall not be entitled to any compensation for delays or expenses associated with complying with the provisions of this clause. Furthermore, nothing in this clause shall excuse the contractor from proceeding with the contract as required.

5. BADGES: The contractor is required to provide identification badges for their employees. All contractor personnel shall wear these badges while on duty on the government site. Badges are required to identify the individual, company name, and be clearly and distinctly marked as contractor.  Size, color, style, etc. are to be mutually agreed to by contractor and government.  The contractor's identification badge will not be used as an entry requirement for installation entry or into any government designated controlled or restricted area.
6. CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION OF VEHICLES ON SCOTT AFB:All contractor or contractor employees' vehicles used for the performance of this contract shall comply with all local, state and federal regulations.  Additionally any pass shall be surrendered to Security Forces upon demand to positively identify a persons need to be on Scott AFB.
 7.  ACCESS TO INSTALLATION DURING FORCE PROTECTION CONDITIONS (FPCONs): Contractors will be assigned a mission essential designation IAW requirements contained in Scott Air Force Base Integrated Defense Plan 31-1. Only the installation commander or the unit commander requesting contract support will assign the mission essential designation.

8. PROPERTY PROTECTION:
Property protection for facility where the contractors' primary work center is located will be the responsibility of the local facility manager and local Government Security Manager, or their duly authorized representative IAW AFI 31-101, Integrated Defense and command/local directives.
The contractor shall safeguard all government-owned equipment and materials in his/her possession or use.

9.  SAFEGUARDING CLASSIFIED OR UNCLASSIFIED INFORMATION:
The contractor shall meet Air Force standards for storing, processing, and handling classified information and systems. Additionally, all resources (e.g. maps, publication/instructions, photos) provided by the government to assist the contractor in the performance of their contract will be surrendered upon termination of employment or the end of the contract performance period.

1 0. NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENTS: To safeguard information, the contractor shall enter into non-disclosure agreements with the responsible local security manager.

11. PRIVACY ACT: Work on this project requires that personnel have access to Privacy Information.   Personnel shall adhere to the Privacy Act, Title 5 of the U.S. Code, Section 552a and applicable agency rules and regulations.

(b) The contractor shall submit a written request on company letterhead to the contracting officer listing the following: contract number, location of work site, start and stop dates, and names of employees and subcontractor employees needing access to the base. The letter will also specify the individual(s) authorized to sign for a request for base identification credentials or vehicle passes. The contracting officer will endorse the request and forward it to the issuing base pass and registration office or Security Forces for processing. When reporting to the registration office, the authorized contractor individual(s) should provide a valid driver's license, current vehicle registration, valid vehicle insurance certificate to obtain a vehicle pass.

(c) During performance of the contract, the contractor shall be responsible for obtaining required identification for newly assigned personnel and for prompt return of credentials and vehicle passes for any employee who no longer requires access to the work site. 

(d) When work under this contract requires unescorted entry to controlled or restricted areas, the contractor shall comply with AFI 31-101, Integrated Defense, and AFI 31-501, Personnel Security Program Management.

(e) Upon completion or termination of the contract or expiration of the identification passes, the prime contractor shall ensure that all base identification passes issued to employees and subcontractor employees are returned to the issuing office.

(f) Failure to comply with these requirements may result in withholding of final payment.
